Issue size - Rs. 313.79 Crs - As per the Issuer payments were made on due date, however the

direct credit of payment got rejected and physical cheques were dispatched at the registered

address of the debenture holder however was returned undelivered and validity has expired on

30.04.2021. Further, the Issuer had requested the investor to provide documents for re-

processing the payment. The company has informed that they have not received the required

papers from the complainant for processing the payment. Investor response is awaited.

20.01.2023 before the Supreme Court of India. The SLPs were listed on 28.03.2023 but could not

be heard. Next date of hearing is awaited.
